RE: Reopening 2020-2021 school year
The purpose of this letter is to provide parents current information for the 2020-2021 school year. 
At this time, EIAA will still be starting in the hybrid scenario. August 24th and 25th will be used for Professional Development and conference days to meet with parents. This means classes with students will not start until August 26th.  Your student’s teacher will be in contact with you to arrange a conference time.  This will give us more time to work with parents and families to share online platforms, expectations, and check out any needed technology.
EIAA has completed our reopening plan and it has been approved by our school board, the Charter Authority, and the state.  There have been some directive changes from the state since our plan has been accepted.  The biggest change within the directive is the requirements for masks.  
Directive 028 states all students and staff Kindergarten – 8th grade are required to wear masks. With this change, all adults will be required to wear masks while on school campus, and students grades Kindergarten-8th grade will be required to wear masks upon arrival, departure and any transitions within the classroom or the school.  Once students are in their classrooms, settled, and appropriately social distanced, they will be allowed to remove their mask while working, receiving instruction, eating snack, or drinking water. As soon as they start to move about the classroom, school, or if appropriate social distancing cannot take place, students will be required to wear their masks. Also, according to Directive 028, appropriate social distancing for students in Kindergarten through 8th grade is 3ft.  Masks can be of any color (does not have to align with dress code) but must be school appropriate. 
As long as EIAA is in a hybrid model, school will be from 8:00 – 3:00, Monday -Thursday.  The early out on Wednesday will not happen unless EIAA transitions back to 100% in-person learning. Students who are on the A day schedule will report to school Monday and Wednesday of every week, and students who are on the B day schedule will report to school Tuesday and Thursday every week.  EIAA is not rotating weeks. We made this decision to assist parents with consistency from week to week.  No students may be dropped off before 7:45 am. 
Class supply lists, information for ordering uniforms, and EIAA’s reopening plan are posted on the school website. EIAA’s reopening plan is subject to change dependent on new directives and orders from the state. 

At EIAA, student safety is a top priority. We are working closely with CDC guidelines, state chief medical officer guidelines, and local guidelines to make sure we are implementing and following any safety recommendations and protocols.  

It is our goal to communicate with our families on a regular basis so there are no surprises and to eliminate any hearsay. In the past, EIAA received the state directives at the same time as our families and the public.  We often have a lot of the same questions and or concerns as our families. We know the different scenarios can be difficult for families.  We are here and want to be as supportive as we can through the upcoming school year.
